The Criteria for Accessing Funding

The Bradford River Action Group (BRAG) 

The aim of the group is to support sustainable water supply and water management in and around Youlgrave’s Bradford Valley.  In 2013 BRAG produced a book about the River Bradford called ‘A River in Time’, which was funded by the Peak District National Park Authority’s Sustainable Development Fund. It was agreed that all profits from the book would be distributed via a locally-administered fund in the form of cash awards. 

Criteria for awards

1. Funding will be awarded to aid river- or water-related conservation work in the River Bradford locality, including the communities of Alport, Middleton-by-Youlgrave and Youlgrave.

2. BRAG will consider one-off awards of between £100 and £2,000, although we may consider higher awards in exceptional circumstances.  Our desire is to fund projects which will leave a lasting legacy in the River Bradford area and make a positive difference to both the natural environment and the wider community.
3. The fund will NOT be used to help a third party fill a funding deficit or for general revenue purposes; pay salaries; cover work already completed; or be part of general fundraising campaigns.

4. Both innovative/experimental approaches which are ‘good ideas’ and tried and tested methods are likely to receive support.  

5. Schemes which can offer match funding, or ideas incorporating additional volunteer time or drawn down additional funding from other sources, will be of particular interest.

6. Awards may be used to cover a range of reasonable costs involved in a project, including project materials, equipment, help to carry out the project, labour or contractor costs, publicity and marketing or feasibility studies.  Proof will be required of funds committed and expenditure entailed.

7. The committee will wish to be informed of the progress of any project and will require a brief report at the conclusion.
How to apply

We will consider all projects that meet the above criteria. We usually meet four times a year to consider applications, but if the number of applications exceeds the funds available some eligible applications may have to be deferred or possibly refused.  We expect decisions would be made within 6 weeks of the meeting. All applicants will be notified by post.
In order to apply complete the questions on the attached form and email it to brag@youlgrave.org.uk
Once we have received your application we will send you an acknowledgement and consider it at our next scheduled meeting. If we require more information we will contact you, which will almost certainly be the case for larger applications (including a detailed breakdown of costs). We will let all applicants know our final decision. If you are successful we reserve the right to use your project for appropriate publicity and promotional purposes.
